SCHOOL CONCERT

details which will be useful for parents. 

 

Tickets  
All families have now had the opportunity to purchase 

the 4 tickets reserved for them.  You now have an    

opportunity to go back online and purchase additional 

tickets.  As of Tuesday afternoon there were 35 tickets 

left to the Thursday night performance and the Friday 

night performance was sold out. If there are members 

of your family that have not been able to secure tickets 

for either of the evening concerts, they are welcome to 

come along to the dress rehearsal, which will take 

place on Thursday starting at 10:30am.                                 

Printing off your tickets  
As with any performance/event where tickets are            
purchased online, we ask that you  print off your tickets 
and present them at the door.                                             
Contact the ladies in the office if you have a question 
about tickets.   
 

Seating  
Everyone who has purchased a ticket will have an           

allocated seat.  There will be ushers in the auditorium 

to help you find your seat. 
 

 

Arrival Times  
The doors will open for both evening concerts at 

6:30pm for a 7pm start.  Students need to arrive at 

6:30pm or soon after.  Unless organised by your 

childôs teacher, please donôt come earlier than 6:30é

itôs a long night for the students and we donôt need to 

make it even longer by arriving early.

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 Parking  
The parking situation has improved since our 2012 concert.  Some stone has been spread on 
the grass on the opposite side of the road from Founders Hall creating a new car park and there 
are more parks around the large new building next to Founders Hall which was under             
construction at the time of the 2012 concert.  This all means it should be much easier to find a 
park close by.   

The map of Federation University which appears on the next page shows where you can park 
and how to find your way to the concert venue. 
 

¶ The building marked óMô is Founders Hall (concert venue), also known as the Caro 
Convention Centre. 

¶ Car parks are car park entrances can be seen on the map.  Some are permit areas up 
until 5pm, but all are open to the general public from 5pm onwards. 

¶ There is a roundabout at the end of Chancellor Drive where the bus stop is, which is a 
convenient drop off point.  This will be useful for those dropping off the elderly or for 
dropping off students who are being left for the concert.  There will be staff wearing 
flouro vests positioned here at both evening concerts to collect students being 
dropped off.  There is NO PARKING in Chancellor drive.   

¶ Please don't park on any grassed areas as we donôt want to be responsible for         
making a mess of these areas. 

 

Collecting Students at the End of Each      
Concert  
The concert concludes with a whole school song.  The children will then go back to their change 

room with their teacher. We would like guests to remain seated until all children have left the 

stage & auditorium and returned to their change room. What will work best then is for one parent 

to go around and collect their child/ren while other adults & family members exit the building to 

leave space for those moving about collecting students. You will find a map indicating the        

location of your childôs dressing room on the back of the concert program. Programs will be 

available for purchase at the concert.  There will also be signs around the building to help guide 

you. 

At collection time: 

¶ Grade 1s will be in Studio 1 
¶ Preps will be in Studio 2 
¶ Scotsburn and the grade 3s will be in Studio 3 
¶ Grades 2, 5 & 6 will be in the Studio Theatre 
¶ Grade 4s will be back on stage 

Classroom teachers will be ticking off children as they leave so please see your child's teacher 
when you have collected your child and are heading off. We estimate that the evening  concert 
will finish at 9:15-9:30pm. 
 

DVD  

A DVD of the concert will be on sale after the concert.  We are having the concert professionally 
recorded and expect to have a quality product for parents to purchase.  You are welcome to take 
along your own video camera to get exclusive footage of the real star of the show, however we 
donôt want parents taking photos, as the flash will distract our performers. 
  

Concert Programs  
Concert programs will be on sale in the foyer at both concerts for a gold coin donation. 
  

Food & Drink  
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All children will need a named water bottle.  Also, it is a long evening, so the children might like to 
bring a small bag with a snack while they wait.  There will not be food available for purchase at 
Founders Hall, but coffee will be on sale in the foyer.  There is no interval, so once the concert 
starts there will be non stop action through to the end. 
  

Electronic Devices  
The teachers are planning to take along things to help keep the students occupied while they are 
back stage.  We have asked the children not to bring any electronic devices, as there is too much 
potential for them to go missing. 
  

Concert Finale  
A few parents have asked whether there is anything in particular the children are expected to 
wear for the concert finale.

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BYOD Update!  
 

Hi everyone, 
 

Just a quick update to explain where we are up to with BYOD. 

At last nightôs school council meeting, the eLearning team put forth a device range for                    
consideration based on research that the eLearning team had undertaken over the last term. 
The recommendation was that we use iPad/iPad Mini devices as part of the program. This            
device range was approved by school council and we can announce that the BYOD program 
will commence in 2015.  

The eLearning team will now hold a meeting to finalise the specifics of the iPads that can be 
used in the program and more information about the base model to be purchased/used will be 
in future newsletters. 

A reminder regarding the details of the programôs commencement: 

¶ We will start in 2015 with Year 4/5 students . 

¶ A carefully selected group of teachers  will now be identified to be trained in              
teaching with the selected devices. 

¶ The eLearning Team, along with PLPs, Parents, Teachers and Students will now 

work to develop Policy and Guidelines  for the BYOD Program. 

¶ Training sessions  for Parents will be administered during term 4. 

¶ A carefully selected list of apps  will be developed and communicated to parents 
prior to the start of the program in 2015, which will keep cost in mind. 

¶ That BPS will now explore payment options, with retailers and provide a guideline of 
the base device model.
